IMPORTANT NOTES FOR ALL PARENTS OF SKATERS PARTICIPATING IN
SMFSC SUMMER SKATING 2020

SMFSC Extended program Staff are employed by the Club and will be working from
7:30am to 5:30pm Monday to Thursday and 7:30am to 2pm on Friday.

Skaters who are registered for the Extended Care/Extended Supervision
MUST BE CHECKED IN AT DROP OFF EACH MORNING AND CHECKED OUT
AT PICK UP EACH AFTERNOON WITH SMFSC STAFF in the front room.

Skaters who are part of the Extended Care/Extended Supervision are
required to stay with the SMFSC Staff during all non-class times.
Sometimes our staff take the skaters outdoors for some fresh air, so we
ask that skaters have the appropriate clothing with them so that they
don’t have to wear their skating attire outside.

SMFSC does not offer supervision for Intermediate & Senior skaters
outside of their on-ice and off-ice sessions UNLESS a skater registers for
the Extended Supervision option.

Pre-Junior/Junior skaters will ONLY be provided SMFSC supervision
between their first and last on-ice session UNLESS a skater registers for
the Extended Care option.

If parents / extended family members do not intend to stay at the Rink
while their skater is on the ice or in off-ice, we recommend that you
register your skater in the Extended Care/Extended Supervision
program. This program was created to help parents give their skaters
the summer skating experience and is priced as an affordable option to
spending your day at the rink or leaving your skater unattended.

Parents who choose not to register their skater for Extended

Care / Extended Supervision assume all liability for their skater.

SMFSC staff and Arena staff are not responsible to supervise children
10+ left in the Lobby on their own.



To participate in any weekly special programs offered in the Extended
Care/Extended Supervision, skaters must be registered for the extended
program for that week.

There will be an area in the front room for all skaters to eat their lunch,
including skaters who are not registered in the Extended Care/Extended
Supervision programs.

Skaters registered for the Extended Care/Extended Supervision are
asked not to bring skaters who are not registered in the program to the
front room other than lunch time.

If you require Extended Care/Extended Supervision on an exception
basis, please contact info@smfsc.ca for availability. The fee for one day
of supervision is $25 for Intermediate/Senior skaters and $40 for Pre-
Junior/Junior skaters, provided there is room.

Parents are asked to adhere to the start time (7:30am) and end times
(5:30pm Mon-Thurs, 2pm Friday) of our Extended Care/Extended
Supervision program and pick up skaters accordingly.

Extended Care/Extended Supervision participants please note there is a
late pick-up charge, $1.00 a minute after 5:30pm (2pm on Friday). An
invoice will be created on vour account and must be paid by the end of
the week in order to keep your skater in good standing.

SMFSC reserves the right to cancel classes, combine levels, change qualifications or cancel
entire weeks due to low enrolment in certain weeks or certain levels based on registration
numbers.




PAYMENTS FOR SUMMER SKATING WEEKS:

Payments can be made in two installments for:

1. 10% deposit due on registration (refundable)
2. 90% (remaining balance) due upon confirmation of registration with
starts and prior to summer skate starts

Once start date of the summer skate program is confirmed, our club administrator will contact
all registered skaters to firm up registration. If skater decides to withdraw their registration, the
10% deposit will be refunded to the original method of payment/credit card.

Due to rink closure, only online payment option will be available for this year!
Skaters will not be allowed on the ice until all payments have been received.
