Closing Date

Registration will close at 11:59 pm on Wednesday, May 8, 2024. Registrations will be accepted on
a first come - first served basis with restrictions in certain categories to accommodate the
scheduling of categories. Please review your entry information before submitting.

An email copy of each registration invoice will be automatically generated and sent to the
account holder at the email address on the registrant’s profile.

Program Assessment

Entry Fees

Payable by VISA, MasterCard or American Express credit cards only. No other form of payment will
be accepted.

Rules and Regulations

Registration is finalized only when all information and payment is complete. Your receipt of
payment is your registration confirmation. Please print your receipt and retain for your records.

Late Entries

Entries received after the closing date will be considered by the Technical Representative for
registration. Late entries are subject to a $25.00 late fee. No late entries will be considered after
start orders are posted (2 weeks before event start).

Refunds

Full refunds will ONLY be given for any cancelled categories.



Medical Refunds

Medical refunds will be granted at 50% of registration fees until the commencement of the
competition on June 8, 2024. All medical requests must be sent competitions@smfsc.ca. This
request MUST be received before the first skate of the day on June 8, 2024 and MUST be
accompanied by a signed medical physician’s (MD) note. Notes from non-medical care providers
such as physiotherapists; chiropractors or athletic therapists are NOT acceptable.

Withdrawals Prior to Registration Close

If an entry is withdrawn prior to May 8, 2024, a refund (less an administrative fee of $10.00) will be
granted. There will be no refunds other than medical after this date.

Restrictions

In the case of a very large entry in any category, the entries will be drawn into groups. Skaters
cannot register in two categories of the same discipline. For example: registering STAR 3 and
STAR 4 will not be allowed. Skaters may only register for one free skate.

Age Requirements

There isn’t any age requirement for these categories, however groups will be split by age if necessary.

On-Site Registration

All competitors and Skate Canada registered coaches are required to register upon arrival at the
arena. All skaters MUST ensure their music is upload to the SMSC Music playing computer.
Coaches must provide proof that they are a registered Skate Canada Professional Coach in Good
Standing.

Coach Accreditation

To be accredited at the SMSC Special Event Assessment Skate, coaches must be Primary
STARSKate trained or certified. Ontario coaches must present their Skate Ontario issued Coach’s
Accreditation Tag. Up to two certified coaches per entry will be accredited.

General Music Requirements

All music used must be in the public domain or covered by the performing rights societies.
Competitors who have music composed specifically for their programs either wholly or in part, are
responsible for obtaining a written release from the composer for the use of such music on radio
and/or television or appropriate clearance from the performing rights societies.
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Awards

All Categories are ASSESSED only and each skater will be provided with a Report Card.
